Planned Improvement for AFC Middle School

In spite of the financial strain in our rural district, our students at AFC Middle School
continue to maintain steady academic growth. AYP has been easilyachieved. Our
students’ achievement in the areas of math and science continue to rank higher than state
averages.

We are not satisfied with the performance on ISAT Reading exams. Reading strategies
and vocabulary are two areas we have identified as needing improvement. With
information from compiled standardized and classroom data, our staff, in conjunction
with the entire district, will be mapping our reading curriculum during the 2007-2008
school year. As maps are reviewed and calibrated, we will modify instruction and/or
adapt content to eliminate deficiencies in reading achievement.

In an attempt to enrich students’ vocabularies, we have implemented a school-wide
vocabulary program. This program is an initiative to assist our students in achieving
higher test scores in reading and English and increase vocabulary usage.

In looking to the future, our goal is to maintain students’ strong math and science scores
while increasing reading achievement. Having high expectations for student performance,
we believe there is always room for improvement in all academic areas. To that end, the
staff at AFC Middle School strives for professional growth through workshops and
ongoing learning activities to better meet the needs of our students.
